5. The institute shall comply with the conditions of Environmental Clearance granted vide no. SEIAA/MS/2014/2439
dated 07/08/2014 for built up area of 20,152 sq.mt.

3. The institute shall develop 15 meter thick green belt of evergreen trees towards the air polluting industries to act as a

buffer as these industries are within 100 meter of the boundary.

4. The institute shall provide vermi composting technique for decomposing of solid waste, within 03 months.

5 The institute shall provide rain water harvesting system for recharging of ground water for roof top rain water.

6. The institute shall obtain permission from CGWA for abstraction of ground water.

7. This institute shall be responsible for operation and maintenance of the STP including scientific disposal of treated
\_ stewater.

9. The institute shall regularly operate and maintain the sewage treatment facilities to ensure that the treated effluent
conforms to the standards laid down by the Board for such discharges.

9. The project proponent shall not discharge the treated or untreated eftluent into any drain.

10. The project proponent shall not discharge any effluent (treated or untreated) at any unauthorized place by any
unauthorized means and will discharge its treated effluent either onto land for plantation / irrigation or for flushing
purposes.

| 1. The Institute shall install separate energy meter for its sewage treatment plant and maintain the record on daily
basis of consumption of energy for the running and mainienance of sewage treatment plant on daily basis.

12. The adequacy and efficacy of the sewage treatment plant will be the entire responsibility of the Institute.

13. The Institute shall for the purpose of measuring and recording the quantity of water consumed and wastewater
discharged, affix meters of such standards at such places as approved by the Environmental Engineer, Punjab
Pollution Control Board, Regional Office, S.A.S. Nagar.

14. The Institute shall furnish returns of water consumption as required w/s 5 of Water (Prevention & Control of
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Pollution) Cess Act, 1977 and comply with the provisions of the Water (Prevention & Control of Pollution) Cess Act,
1977.

L5. The Institute shall make adequate & appropriate arrangements for segregation, storage, treatment & disposal of
solid waste, as per the provisions of the Municipal Solid Waste (Management & Handling) Rules, 2000.

D. General Conditions:
1. The effluent discharged through the authorized outlet shall conform to the standards prescribed by the
Board as per Board's Notifications issued from time to time for such discharges.

2. 1) The Institute shall apply for renewal of consent before expiry of the consent.

ii) The issuance of this consent does not convey any property right in either real or personal property, or any
exclusive privileges, nor it authorize any injury to private property or any invasion of personal rights, nor

any infringement of Central, State or Local Laws or Regulations.

1ii) The consent does not authorize or approve the construction of any physical structures or facilities for
undertaking of any work in any natural water course.

iv) Nothing in this consent shall be deemed to preclude the Institute of any legal action nor relieve the
applicant from any responsibilities, liabilities or penalties to which the applicant is or may be subjected

under this or any other Act.

v) During the period beginning from the date of issuance and the date of expiration of this consent, the
applicant shall not discharge floating solids or visible foam.

3. Any amendments/revisions made by the Board in the tolerance limits for discharges shall be applicable to
the institute from the date of such amendments/revisions.

4. The authorized outlet and mode of disposal shall not be changed without the prior written permission of
the Board. :

5. The Institute shall not use any unauthorized out-let(s) for discharging sewage from its premises. All
unauthorized outlets shall be connected to the authorized outlet within one month from the date of issue of
this consent.

6. Any upset conditions in the premises of the institute, which is likely to result in increased effluent and/or
result in violation of the standards laid down by the Board shall be reported to the Environmental Engineer,

Punjab Pollution Control Board, Regional Office, S.A.S. Nagar through fax under intimation to the Board

failing which any stoppage and upset conditions that come to the notice of the Board/its officers, will be

deemed to be intentional violation of the conditions of consent.

7. All underground water retaining structures shall be lined with an impervious layer so as to avoid seepage
and contamination of sub-soil/water. /

8. The diversion or bye pass of any discharge from facilities utilized by the applicant to maintain compliance
with the terms and conditions of this consent is prohibited except.

(1) Where unavoidable to prevent loss of life or some property damage or

(11) Where excessive storm drainage or run off would damage facilities necessary for compliance with terms
and conditions of this consent. The applicant shall immediately notify the consent issuing authority in

writing of each such diversion or bye-pass in accordance with the procedure specified above.

9. The Institute shall ensure that no water pollution problem or public nuisance is created in the area due to
discharge of effluents from its premises.

10. The Institute shall make necessary and adequate arrangements to hold back the effluent in case of failure
of sewage treatment plant. KK
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
